2008 Managers’ Scholarship winner
The Managers’ Association of Indiana’s Rural
Electric Membership Cooperatives announce
the presentation of 10 scholarships through the
Managers’ Association scholarship program.

The $500 scholarships, funded by Indiana
Statewide, are awarded annually to students
whose families are employed by Indiana electric
cooperatives. One of this year’s winners is from
Harrison REMC. Nate Cecil, a graduate of
Corydon Central High School was one of the
recipients. He is the son of Rodney and Tabby
Cecil. Rodney is a lineman at Harrison REMC.
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The statistics are staggering: Each American
generates an average of 4.6 pounds of garbage
per day, according to the Environmental Protec-
tion Agency (EPA). And a typical single family
home’s energy use for a year is more than 22,000
pounds of carbon dioxide, equivalent to the
CO2 auto emissions from about 1,200 gallons of
gas. What to do?
1. Take  showers  rather  than  baths.  Baths  use

15 to 25 gallons of hot water compared with
less than 10 gallons for a five minute shower.

2. Run your dishwasher only when it’s full.  This
can save more energy than washing dishes by
hand several times a day.

3. Unplug appliances such as coffeemakers and
cell phone chargers when not in use. Many
electric appliances continue to consume a
small number of watt-hours of power even
when switched to “off.”

4. Keep your car well tuned, with tires properly
inflated, and change your air filter regularly.
You’ll cut greenhouse gases, your car will be
safer and you’ll improve fuel economy by up
to 17 percent.

5. Adjust your thermostat by 10 to 15 degrees
for eight hours a day and you’ll save about 10
percent on your heating bills. Make it simple

Live green — small steps make a big difference
by installing a program-
mable thermostat that
will set the nighttime
temperature lower in
winter and higher in
summer. Be sure to pur-
chase a thermostat that
is the same brand or is
compatible with your fur-
nace.

Conserving resources can also save
money by lowering energy bills
• Save water. A dripping faucet wastes up to 20

gallons a day, while a running toilet squan-
ders up to 200 gallons a day. A low-flow
showerhead generally will pay for itself in
energy saved within four months.

• Save fuel. Aggressive driving — such as speed-
ing, hard braking or taking off like a bullet-
costs an extra 12 to 82 cents a gallon.

• Save energy. Washing clothes in warm water
takes half the energy of washing in hot and
cold water takes up to 90 percent less energy.

Mowing safety tips
As sure as the summer is warm and unpredict-
able, your grass will continue to grow right
through the dog days of summer. Here are a few
tips that can help keep you safe while you are
mowing your lawn.
• Wear  full-length  pants  and  a shirt that  will

protect you from sunburn and objects thrown
up by the mower. Wear shoes that fully en-
close your feet and protect your ankles. Safety
glasses and earplugs are recommended.

• Before  starting  a  mower,  pick  up  rocks,  tree
branches or other objects that could become
lethal missiles if hit by a mower’s blades. Make
a mental note of fixed objects, such as pipes,
sprinkler heads, flower bed edgings, etc., that
may damage your mower or become projec-
tiles if struck.

• Inspect  your  mower  for  loose  bolts  or  nuts
and make sure blades are firmly attached.
Check oil levels and fill the fuel tank using a
vented gas can with a flexible spout. Never
refuel a mower while the engine or exhaust
port is hot.

• Mowing  is  not  a  spectator  sport. Make  sure
children and pets are safely inside before
starting to mow. Don’t let a child operate the
lawn mower.

• Plan your mowing pattern to move forward as
much as possible. Pulling a mower backward
can result in foot injuries. If mowing an in-
cline, mow across the incline.

• If  the  grass  is  damp,  raise  the  cutting  height
and mow more slowly. Stop the engine and be
sure the blade has stopped turning before
cleaning a clogged discharge chute.

• If using an electric mower, establish a pattern
that will avoid your tripping over the cord or
cutting it with the mower. Do not use an
electric mower on damp grass.

• If you have a gasoline fueled mower, store the
gas in a UL-listed safety container. Fill the
mower outside, using a funnel to prevent
spills. Stay away from possible ignition sources
and replace the gas cap firmly when done.
Make sure all safety guards are in place and
keep the mower’s blades sharp. If you hit an
object or have a mower malfunction, remem-
ber to turn off the mower and  disconnect the
power cord before inspecting for damage.

• Keep your hands and feet away from the mow-
er’s blades. Never reach under the mower for
any reason  while the mower is in operation.

• Safe  footwear  is  important,  especially  with
walk behind mowers. Make sure your shoes
provide good traction to reduce slipping.
Never work barefoot or in sandals.

• Never leave the mower unattended while run-
ning and don’t allow young children or inex-
perienced people to operate the mower.
Keep these tips in mind and have a safe

CUSTOMER SERVICES

Your monthly electric bill includes a power cost
tracker from Hoosier Energy, the wholesale
power supplier for Harrison REMC and 16
other Indiana electric cooperatives. The tracker
is an additional charge for each kilowatt-hour
that your co-op purchases from the power sup-
plier and is increased or decreased based on
variable costs such as fuel and market power.
The tracker is adjusted quarterly and the July
adjustment will be reflected on your August,
September and October bills.

Hoosier Energy’s tracker will increase in July
to $0.002686 per kilowatt-hour. For the previ-
ous three months, the tracker charge has been
$0.001562.

With the tracker revision, the monthly bill for
a customer using 1,000 kwh will be about $1.12
higher than the previous quarter.

Hoosier Energy uses the power cost tracker
to equalize large swings in electricity and fuel
prices while recovering costs in today’s volatile
energy market. As well, the tracker recovers

some costs incurred for environmental require-
ments and transmission or power delivery
charges.

In the most recent quarter of the year, the
tracker has been impacted by high coal and fuel
oil prices, higher market prices, maintenance
costs and heavy spring rains that saturated coal
supplies and reduced production at Indiana
power plants.

All Indiana utilities are experiencing similar
rising cost pressures as the nation faces skyrock-
eting prices for gasoline, diesel fuel, natural gas
and other forms of energy. In addition, rising
demand, dwindling supply and energy policies
to reduce carbon are also affecting costs.

Electric cooperatives across the country are
working together to increase electricity supply,
improve reliability and efficiency and find new
or alternative energy options that are cost-effec-
tive. As always, the objective of Harrison REMC
and Hoosier Energy is to deliver reliable elec-
tricity at a reasonable cost.

New water heater efficiency standards
New standards for water heaters could save consumers about $780 million
and prevent emissions of 4.2 million tons of carbon dioxide, according the
the U.S. Department of Energy.

The criteria separates residential water heaters into five categories
under the Energy Star program and takes effect next January, with a
second, stricter phase slated for September 2010.

Water heating represents about 17 percent of national residential
energy consumption, behind only heating and cooling systems, and
kitchen appliance use.
